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Report from the Mission Visioning Council of Eastminster Presbytery

The Mission Visioning Council has asked Presbytery to approve Ross Jackson as a co-opted member and they voted to do so. We also asked the Trustees to name a person from the Trustees to be co-opted to the MVC. We hope to take a name to the July Presbytery Meeting for that position. 

We have been kept informed about the progress of those who are engaged in the Acts 16:5 Workshops and are encouraged at the enthusiasm and progress shown by those churches participating.

A task before us is to evaluate how effective our new structure is as we strive to move to enact our purpose and move into our vision as a Presbytery. We have asked all committees and commissions, etc. to respond with data for our use by the June 23 Mission Visioning Council meeting. It is our hope that that information will be generated on Committee Night in June. 

We are encouraging congregations to ask the Presbytery for areas in which they need ideas or help. It is the intention of this Presbytery to enable congregations in their ministry and can only do so when asked or when we learn of the needs.
