About seven years ago our first family from the country of
Cameroon visited our church. While once a safe country, that is no
longer the case. There is much crime and fighting between the
British Colony descendants and the French Colony descendants,
with Killings, kidnappings, and rampant discrimination. In order to
get a Visa, they must enter a lottery system, which can take years to
have their name drawn. Oftentimes parents must leave their
children behind with loved ones to get settled and make a new life
here, before bringing them over.

Since our first visitor, the number of our brothers and sisters in
Christ from Cameroon has grown to more than 30. We are so
blessed to know these spiritual and joyful people and to have them
as part of our church family. We realized that starting over is a huge
undertaking and quite expensive. To help alleviate that burden, the
Welcome Home Ministry was created.
